In7

addition, all alcohol-blended fuel dispensers shall have a label8

stating: With or containing ethanol, methanol, or ethanol and9

methanol or with similar wording if the motor fuel being dispensed10

contains one eleven percent or more by volume of alcohol. Any11

person who owns or controls such a motor fuel dispenser and does12

not attach the notice required by this section shall be guilty of13

an infraction.14

Such21

handbook shall govern the packaging and labeling by weight,22

measure, or count of commodities kept for sale or sold in this23

state; and24

(d) The procedures designated in National Institute of25

Standards and Technology Handbook 133 entitled Checking the Net26

Contents of Packaged Goods as it existed on January 1, 2003.27
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(2) Copies of the handbooks adopted by reference in this1

section shall be filed with the Secretary of State, Clerk of the2

Legislature, and Department of Agriculture.3

(3) Whenever there exists an inconsistency between the4

provisions of the Weights and Measures Act other than this section5

and any of the handbooks adopted by reference, the requirements of6

such provisions of the act shall control.7
