FOR AN ACT relating to insurance; to prohibit policy and contract1

terms relating to contractual rights relating to proceeds2

of various insurance.3

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,4
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Section 1. No individual or group sickness and accident1

insurance policy or subscriber contract delivered, issued for2

delivery, or renewed in this state and no hospital, medical, or3

surgical expense-incurred policy, except for policies that provide4

coverage for specified disease or other limited benefit coverage, and5

no self-funded employee benefit plan to the extent not preempted by6

federal law shall assert any contractual rights to the proceeds of7

any resources purchased by the policyholder, subscriber, certificate8

holder, or enrollee, including medical payments coverage, uninsured9

or underinsured motorist coverage, accident or disability income10

coverage, specific disease or illness coverage, or hospital indemnity11

or other fixed indemnity coverage.12
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
