Introduced by Banking, Commerce and Insurance.

1. Strike the original sections and insert the following new1

sections:2

Section 1.  Nothing in the insurance laws of this state prohibits an3

employer or association from entering into a contract, agreement, or4

arrangement with an agent or broker that provides for or results in a fee5

being paid by the employer or association to the agent or broker for the6

sale of a health benefit plan. Such fee shall not exceed ten percent of7

the total anticipated premium to be paid by the employer or association.8

Such fee may be collected from the employer or association by the insurer9

and directly passed through to the agent or broker and shall not be10

considered a part of the premium paid by the employer or association for11

the health benefit plan. A contract, agreement, or arrangement entered12

into under this section shall specify its term, which shall not extend13

past December 31, 2018, and the amount of the fee to be paid. The insurer14

shall retain a copy of the contract, agreement, or arrangement pursuant15

to the Insurers Examination Act.16

Sec. 2. The Revisor of Statutes shall assign section 1 of this act17

to Chapter 44, article 3.18
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
