PURPOSE:  The purpose of this study is to examine the committee system in the

Legislature, including the number of such committees, the days of the week on

which those committees meet for public hearings, the subject matter

jurisdiction of the committees, and other such aspects of the committee system

as the Rules Committee of the Legislature deems necessary. When the Rules

Committee convened this session to hear proposed rules submitted by members of

the Legislature, several proposed rules dealt with aspects of the committee

system. In response, the Rules Committee voted unanimously to conduct an

interim study on the topic for the first time in over two decades. The study

committee shall complete this study prior to the beginning of the 2018

legislative session.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FIFTH

LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That a select committee of the Legislature, composed of the members of

the Rules Committee, shall be designated by the Executive Board of the

Legislative Council to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of

this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report

of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
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
