Summary of purpose and/or changes:

For Class IB, IC, ID, II, and IIA felonies, the sentencing judge imposes a minimum and maximum term to be served.
Upon reaching the minimum sentence, the offender becomes parole eligible. Upon reaching the maximum sentence, the
offender must be released.

Under the current version of Sec. 29-2204(1)(a), the minimum sentence can be any term of years less than maximum
term imposed by the court. 

LB131 would amend Sec. 29-2204 to provide that a minimum term shall not be less than the statutory minimum or
mandatory minimum and shall not be more than one-third of the statutory maximum.
