(2) 3} For purposes of this section, objective evidence of intent

to be a resident of Nebraska includes either a Nebraska driver's license,
a Nebraska er state identification card, e+ a Nebraska motor vehicle

registration, or documentation that the individual is registered to vote

in Nebraska.
