Revised Statutes of Netraska, 1541, and
section 25-213, Revised Statutes Supplement,
1972, relatiny to statute of limitations; to
extend the statute of limitations for infants
and persons insane or ioprisoned as previded;
and to repeal the original sections,

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Secticn 1. That section 23-2416, Reissuc Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, tre anmended to read as
follows:

23-241¢, (1) Every claim against a political
subdivisicn permitted under this act shall be forever
karred, unless within one year after such claim accrued,
the claim is made i=n uritine to' the Joverning tcdv.
Except as otherwise provided in this section, all suits
permitted by this act shall te forever tarred wunless
Eegun within two years after such claim accrued. The
time to begin a suit under this act shall te extended for
a period of six months frow the date of mailing of notice
to the claimant by the governing tody as to the final
disposition of the claim or from the date of withdrawal
of the claim from the governing tody under section
23=2405, if the time to tegin suit would otherwise expire
tefore the end of such period.

(¢) If a claim is pade or filed under any other
law of this state and a determination is awade ST &)
political sutdivision or court that this act rrovides the
exclusive remedy for the claim, the time to make a ciaia
and to begin suit under this act shall ke extended for a
period of six months trom the date of the court oraer
paking such determination or the date ot mailing of
notice to the claimant of such determination Lty the
political sutdivision, if the time to make the claim and
to kegin suit wunder this act would otherwice expire
tetore the end of such period. The time to hegin suit
under this act may be further eéxtended as fprcvided in
sulsection (1) of this section.

(3) Tf a claim is made or a suit is tegun under
this act, and if a determination is rade ty the political
subkdivision or by the court that the clair or suit is not
permitted under this act for any other reason than lagse
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of time, the time to make a claim or to tegin a <cuit
under any other applicatle law of this =state shall te
extended for a period of six months from the date ct the
court order making such deterrination or the date of
mailing of notice to the claimant of such deterrination
ty the political sukdivision, if the time tc make the
claim or tegin the suit wunder such other law wcuid
otherwise expire kefore the end of such period.

(4) This section gpnd_section_¢5-213 shall ke the

only statute statutes of limitations applicable tc tort

claims as defined in this act.

Sec. 2. That section 25-213, HRevised Statutes
Supplement, 1972, te amended to read as tcllows:

25-213. Except as provided in sections 7f-2¢8 to
76-298, if a person entitled to bring auy action
mentioned in this chapter, Charter 23,__akticle _24, _and
sections_81-8,209_to B1-8,239, except for a penalty ot
forfeiture, or for the recovery of the title or
possession of lands, tenements or hereditaments, cr for
the foreclosure of mortgyages thereon, be, at the time the
cause of action accrued, within the age of twenty years,
insane or imprisoned, every such person shall be entitled
to bring such action within the respective times lizited
ty this chapter after such disatility shall te rewcved,
and for the recovery of the title or possession of lands,
tenemrents or hereditaments, or for the foreclosure of
mortgages thereon, every such perscn shall te entitled to
bring such action within twenty years frem the accrual
thereof, tut in no case longer than ten years, atter the
termination ot such disakility. Altsence from tre state,
death or other disability shall not operate tc extend the
period within which actions in rem shall te commenced by
and against a nonresident or his representative.

Sec. 3, That section 81-8,227, keissue Revised
Statutes of Nebkraska, 1943, te amended to read as
follows:

81-8,227. (1) Every tort claim permitted under
this act shall Le forever harred unless withir two years
after such claim accrued the claim is wade 1in wiiting to
the State Claims Board in the wmanner gprcvided ty this
act. The time to kegin suit under this 4ct shall be
extended for a period of six wmonths from the date of
mailing of notice to the claimant ty the toard as to tue
final disposition of the claim, or fror the date of
withdrawal of the claim from the Ftoard wunder =section
81-4,213, if the time to Ltegin suit would vtherwise
expire tefore the end of such period.
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(¢} If a claim iz rade or filed under ar ther
law of' this state and a determination is rade B tate
agyency or-court that: this act prprovides the exclusive
remedy for the claim, the time to make a claim and legin
suit under this act shall Le extended tor a period nf six
ronths from the date ot the «court order rtaking such
determination o1 the date of mailing of notice to the
claimant cf such determination ty a state ajency, it the
tine to make the clair and to kegin suit under this act
would otherwise expire before the end of such pericd.
The time to Legin a suit under this act wray be frrther
extended as provided in sulsection (1) ot this secticn.

(3) This section apd _section __25-213  chall

constitute the only stetute gstatutes of 1lirjitations
aprlicable to this act.
