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AN ACT relating to liability; to amend section 28-1417,
Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943; to
require political subdivisions to defend and
pay Jjudgments in behalf of firefighters and
emergency medical services providers; to
harmonize provisions; and to repeal the
original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 28-1417, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

28-34%7- If any legal action shall be brought
against any municipal police officer, e¥ constable, er
county sheriff or deputy sheriff, firefighter,
emergency medical services provider., or any other
elected or appointed official of any political
subdivision, who is an emplovee as defined in section

48-115, whether such person is a volunteer or partly
paid or fully paid, based upon the negligent error or

omission of such effieinmd person while in the

performance of his or her lawful duties, the
muanieipriity er eeunky political ubdivision which

employs,_appgints, or otherwise designates such effieial
person an emplo as defined in section 48-11 shall
defend sueh effieimal him or her against such action, and
if final judgment is rendered against such eféfieial then
person, such munieipatity -3 eeunty political
subdivision shall pay such judgment in his or her behalf
and shall have no right to restitution from such
effietat person. Any munieipaliky; eounty; er eother

A political subdivision shall have the right
to purchase insurance to indemnify itself in advance
against the possibility of such loss under ¢the
provisiens ef this section, and the insurance company
shall have no right of subrogation against the effieial
person. This section shall not be construed se as to
permit a munRieipatiEy or a eeunty pplitical subdivision
to pay for a judgment obtained against an individusi 2
person as a result of illegal acts committed by such
individual person.
