81-2138, 81-2140, 81-2141, 81-2143, and 81-2145, Reissue

1, Legislative Bill 192, Ninety-third Legislature, First
Session, 1993, and section 3, Legislative Bill 2135,
Ninety-third Legislature, First Session, 1993; to define,
redefine, and eliminate terms; to change the membership,
powers, and duties of the State Electrical Board; to provide,
eliminate, and change provisions relating to licenses and
registrations under the act; to change provisions relating to
continuing education; to provide and change fees; to
change and eliminate provisions relating to inspections,
inspectors, and condemnation, disconnection, and
correction orders; to change provisions relating to appeals;
to change penalties; to harmonize provisions; and to repeal
the original sections, and also sections 81-2111, 81-2112.01,

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Sec. 3. That section 81-2103, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as follows:
