LB 303 requires the State Department of Education (NDE) to develop a model child sexual abuse policy on or before July 1, 2016. The
policy shall be used to assist schools in developing policies regarding child sexual abuse if schools elect to adopt such a policy. If
schools adopt sexual abuse policies pursuant to the bill, the policy is to be published by the school district and staff are to be trained by
the school district on the policy. Training may be provided by a school district or combination of school districts or educational service
units.

NDE indicates that existing staff and resources in the department will be used to adopt a model child sexual abuse policy in FY2015-16.
No additional fiscal impact is projected.

LB 303 may have a fiscal impact for those school districts which opt to adopt a child sexual abuse policy. Increased expenditures may
be incurred for staff training and publicity regarding the adopted policy. NDE indicates there may be some non-profit organizations that
will provide training free of charge for a school district. It is assumed that increased costs to implement the bill for a school district will
not be significant.
