Explanation of Estimate:
LB 437 is estimated to have a one-time impact of approximately 25,000 General Funds to reprint required
brochures and provide education for Parenting Act mediators and judges. LB 437 may also have an impact on
judicial workload related to additional requirements for court findings, however, the impact cannot be determined
at this time.

Note: Mediation centers are non-governmental entities that receive some funding from the Supreme Court,
Office of Dispute Resolution (ODR) and are approved by ODR to work with the court system. Experience from
other states shows that litigation may increase as a result of legislation similar to LB 437. Based on that
assumption, demand for mediation services and expenses may increase due to LB 437. At this time, it is
estimated that the potential impact to the centers could be approximately $470,000. The aid given to the centers
by the Supreme Court may need to be increased in the future to meet this demand, but the fiscal impact cannot
be determined at this time.
