LB 111 changes provisions related to government-issued photographic identification and its use as a form of voter identification.

Section 12 (6) specifies that an indigent applicant for a state identification card in need of such for purposes of voting under the Election
Act shall be issued an ID at no cost.  While this may appear to result in a revenue loss due to fewer state ID applicants, this should not
be the case.  An indigent person would not otherwise be able to pay for such an ID and, therefore, no potential loss of revenue can
occur.  It is possible that some additional costs will be incurred, but that would be related only to the actual cost of producing a state ID
(materials, a digital photograph, printing costs).

It
requires that a state ID card be issued at no cost if the applicant indicates that he or she is indigent.  LB 111
does not define indigent so therefore it is assumed DMV would have to issue a no cost state ID to anyone
who indicates they are indigent and in need of the ID for voting purposes, including renewals.
