LB 399 adds regulation of transportation network service to the list of duties covered by the Public Service Commission.

Section 2 defines Transportation Network Service as a corporation, partnership, sole proprietorship, or other entity operating in
Nebraska that uses an online application or a digital network to connect riders to drivers for purposes of providing transportation
service.

Section 3 requires the PSC to adopt and promulgate rules and regulations to establish just and reasonable requirements for
transportation network service.

Presumably, the Public Service Commission will have costs associated with regulation of such service.  However, the bill is not in a
specific enough format for any kind of determination of cost or effort to be determined at this time.
