The Secretary of State estimates the need to hire a consultant to assist with researching and drafting needed rules and regulations.
The cost for this consultant is estimated to be $54,000 plus $4,000 in travel expenses. There is no basis to disagree with this estimate.

This is a complex process and we would need to hire a legal
consultant to assist with researching the laws and drafting the needed rules and regulations. We are estimating
we would need the consultant for 240 hours at $225 per hour. In addition, we anticipate the need to pay some
contractual travel expenses for the consultant to meet with various county election officials.
