Any Fiscal Notes received from state agencies and political subdivisions are attached following the Legislative Fiscal Analyst Estimate.

LB396 changes the determination of residency for state postsecondary institutions. LB396 provides that if student has received an
associate, bachelors, masters, doctoral degree, or the equivalent from any accredited college or university in the State of Nebraska,
they would be considered a resident.

The University of Nebraska indicates there are 3 major categories of these non-resident students – 1. Those that transfer from the State
College System or from a Community College; 2.  Those that transfer from a state institution to the University of Nebraska Medical
Center; and 3.  Those that transfer from any accredited college or university to the University of Nebraska for graduate and professional
programs.

The University is estimating that this could affect as many as 500 t0 535 non-resident students and estimates the loss of revenue to
range from $2.5 million to $6.6 million.
