HHS assumes an operate date of September 1, 2018. They state that the addition of outpatient competency restoration (OCR) as a
viable treatment alternative comes with costs for care and maintenance of such persons until competency is restored. See the agency
response attached for additional details not included in this fiscal note.

The Legislative Fiscal Office (LFO) fiscal analyst understands that those currently found incompetent to stand trial must be committed
to a state hospital or facility until treatment is available and provided. Therefore, there would appear to be a cost savings because those
persons would not be so committed under this bill, and such persons would receive treatment under this bill versus treatment under
current law. Whether this amount offsets the HHS cost estimate of this bill, or costs more or less than the HHS estimate, is unknown at
this time.

The Supreme Court estimates a minimal fiscal impact from this bill.

Explanation of Estimate:
LB 1010 changes the procedures for determining competency to stand trial in counties containing a city of the
primary class.

The addition of outpatient competency restoration (OCR) as a viable treatment alternative comes with costs
for the care and maintenance of those individuals until such time competency is restored. Costs associated
with this bill include developing/training/contracting for services, coordination with the courts, court reporting,
reviewing or making clinical recommendations should a community provider recommend alternative treatment,
and for program and administrative staff.  An administrative level review is required.  Training costs to develop
competency skills will need to occur.  Community providers generally have an expectation of higher costs
associated with serving individuals under a court order, i.e. court appearances, reporting, etc.

There will be costs to implement the requirements of LB 1010. This fiscal note assumes the bill will be effective
September 1, 2018.  The staff additions necessary are 1 Clinical Program Manager and 1
Psychologist/Licensed.   In addition, there would be additional community treatment costs for an estimated 20
individuals.  Those costs would be $89,842 in FY19 and $119,789 in FY20.
